Sfochana (or 1397, the 75th Anniversary Year of the Force.

During 1997 a lotal of 90,875 indictable crimes were
reported to the Gardai, representing an overall decrease of
10% on the previous year.

Crime detecled increased 10 43% from 41% in 1996, thus
conlinuing 1he upward trend that began in 1990 when the
detection level was 13%.

Excellant support of the commubnily, quality imelligence
gathering, and the ongoing development of regional policing,
coupled wilh the successes of a wide range of specilic
poticing operalions, contribuled significantly to Lhe achizvements of the year. €ffoas to combat tha trade
inand use of iMegal drugs continued, with lacal Divisional Drug Units working to curb the aclivities of
pushers in their areas and (he Garda National Drug Unii aciing alone ot in conjunction with other Garda
Unils or Agencies to reduce the supply of drugs, e.g. with the Criminal Assets Bureau, the National
Bureau of Crime Investigation. the Garda Bureau of Fraud Investigation, the Cuslom and Excise Service,
or the Defence Forces.

The year under review saw the establishment of addilional specialist units, including the Garda Adr
Support Unit and the Carda National Traflic Policy Bureau. The former provided excellenl suppon Lo
ground opergtions and the jatter made every efflor to reduce deaths on our roads. tf success is 10 be
achieved in the reduction of acgidents and dealhs, the message must be deliverad 10 every road user that
the behaviour of each individual can improve safety on the road, with 3 special responsibility falling on
people in authorily who encourage or promote fast driving by their enployees.

As we move inlo 1998, | look forward, with your support, i6 equippiag An Garda Slochina with the
lechnology and expertise 1o ensure furlher success in the operational field and improving necessary
back-up systerns and services. We musl guard againsi success leading to complacency and ensure that
we build on the helpful practices of the past in setting siandards for the fulure.

I thank the Covernmenl, you personally, and ihe persannel of the Depanment of jusiice, Equality and
Law Relorm, for ihe excellent support received during the year.

CELEBRATING 75 YEARS
1922 - 1997

An Carda Sfochdna celebraled its 75th Anniversary in 1997 with organised eveay held throughout the
country. The celebralions recognised the conlribulion made by our founding members whe represanied
the community and who were drawn from all parts of Ihe country. It was alss a time to remember those
in the Force who made Lhe ullimate sacrifice, having given their fives in the line of dury.

Commissioner Michael Siaines led the lirst group of Gardal inlo Dublin Casile on 17th August 1922.
in the mission sialemenl delivered by Michael Staines, he said (hat “the Garda Sfochéna will succeed
nol by force of arms or numbers bul on their moral authorily as servants of the people “. That philosapby
still rernains loday.

To celebrate this historic event, a
re-enaciment of the marcch into Dublin
Castle took place on 17th August when
Commissioner Pal Byrne led a party of
Gardal inlo the Caslle. There to wilness 8
the event was retired Garda Tom
Boland, regisiration number 520, (now
deceased) who was one of the Gacdaf
who marched on that historic day on
171th August 1922,

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The new Cards Museum was officially opened in the
Record Tower of Dublin Castle on that day, by Ms. Mary
wiltace, T.0., Minister of State at the Department of
juslice, Equality & Law Reform.

POLICE AND SECURITY SERVICE

The primary role of An Garda Siochdna is 1o ensure the security of the State.  Unlike maost other police
forces, An Garda Sfochdna, in addition 10 providing the policing service, also provides the securily
service (or the State  Considerable resources are engaged in this aspect of our work, which is carried oul
primarily throughb personnel attached fo specialist units. Due (o the nature of the duties and
responsibilities of these unils il would nol be appeopriale to camment (unher, other thao o acknowledge
the excellent successes achieved during 1997.

GARDA UNDERWATER UNIT

The Carde Underwaler Unil plays an active part in securily operations, crime deiection and on
occasions, search and rescue missions.  The Unit, while based at Santry in Dublin, is deployed as a
national resource.  During (he year under review the Unit undenook a total of 83 operalions, many of
which accurred in bad condilions and often at considerable risk 10 the members involved, the mosi
netable being an operation at Belderrig, Co. Mayo.

The services of the Garda Underwater Unil were sought a( 1.15am on the 26/10/27 ia relation 1o 2 search
and rescue situabion al Horse Island, Belderrig.  Five Unil members were airlilicd {rom Dublin Alrport 1o
the scene by an IMES helicopter, where they undetiook 3 heroic rescue mission in the most scvere
Weather and sea conditions. The operalion resulled in The rescue of three persons Uapped n a cave and
the recavery of two badies, one of wham was a civilian diver who had altempled 1o rescve the athers,
The Unii members were congralulated from many quarters (or thair efforis and one member was awaided
a bronze bravery medal by the RNLL

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DRUG ABUSE

The misuse of drugs has presented probably (he greatesi chalienpe 1o policing in the developed world in
modern times. Ireland has not escaped these developmenis in illegal drug aciivily, which is now iruly a
‘global phenomenon’.

An Carda Sfochina conlinues (o commit significant resources, both directly and indirectly, 10 curbing
the drug problem in (his country and two initialives are worthy of particular mention.

GARDA NATIONAL DRUGS UNIT (G.N.D .U

While established in 1896, (he year under
review $aw an increase in resources allocaled
to the G.N.D.U. and its occupation of new
offices st Dublin Castle. The C.N.D.U.
operates under the conirol of a Deleclive
Chief Superintendent and forms parl of the
‘C' Branch,

Local divisienal drug unils operale in many
divisions lhroughout the counlry with their

primary focus being locat deaters and usars.
C.N.D.U. personnel provide assisiance and
expertise lo these local unils in operational,
intelligence and training mafters.

G.N.D.U., in conjunclion wilh other Carda unils, primarily (he
National Bureau of Crimingl Investigation and the Garda Bureau of
Fraud Investigation, continue to undertake 'larget specific’ operations
against the larger illegal drug importation and distribution
operalions. Operations invelving personnel from (he
Criminal Assels Bureau have also been undertaken,

Relatively small amounts of illegal drugs are manufaciured in
this counlry, with the vast majorily of all illegal drugs being
sourced abroad and imported to this jurisdiction for
distribution through (he various criminal networks which exist.

The international dimension of the drugs markel reguires An
Carda Slochéna, primarily through the G.N.D.U., 1o maintain
ongaing lizison with many olher police forces and other
services, which resulis in increased dissemination of ‘
inlelligence and closer operalional co-operation.

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During 1997, An Garda Sfochdna assigned Garda Drugs Lizison Officars 1o Madrid and The Hague, 10
liaise with law enforcement agencies in the respeciive countrigs and co-ordinate f0in operations,
intelligence gathering and assessment.

G .N.D.U. have also undertaken two joint initiatives, funded hy the Eurapean Union.  The firg| relates to
analysing Lhe possible threat from the movement and usage of cocaine, crack cocaine and meth.
amphetamines in Ireland, Northern Ireland and Scotland and operates in conjunclion with the Royal
Uister Constabulary, Stralthclyde Police and Dumfries & Galloway Constabutary.  The second iniliative
is an officer exchange programme with the North West Regional Crime Squad in the United Kingdom in
respect of drug activity between Liverpool and Dublin,  These programmes enhance he levels of
intelligence sharing and provide an exchange of operational strategies.

NaTIONAL DRUCS STRATECY TeaM / LOCAL DRUGS TASK FORCES

The Ministerial Task Force on Measures 10 Reduce the Demand far Drugs, in 1987 established the
National Drugs Strategy Team, on which relevant Government Departments and the Volumtary Secior are
represeniled. An Carda Slochana is represented by a Detective Superintgndent from the Garda Nationa!
Drugs Unit.

The National Drugs Strategy Teamn oversee the workings of eleven Local Drugs Task Forces, the lattar
being charged wilh delivering the services required in each of the identified localities.  The Local Drugs
Task Forces consist of representatives from |he Health Boards, Probation & Welfare Service, Local
Authorities, Local Youth Service, Voluntaey Drugs Agencies and Communily Representatives. An Carda
Sfachidna is represented on each Task Force by 3 nominated Carda Inspector.

The Local Task Forces are responsible, within the National Framework, for compiling 2 profile of existing
and planned services in the locality; developing a focal development strategy and overseging the
implementation of the strategy. An Garda Slochdna is committed, both at National and Local level, to
fu!filling their role 1n this initiative which is aimed primarily at demand reduction,

OPERATION DOCHAS.

Operation Déchas commenced in the Dublin Region in October, 1996 and ¢ontinued through 1997.
The primary objective of the operation is to make substantial inroads into the ‘drug problem” in the City
through the Identification of the critical areas requiring action and the deployment of Gardal solely (o the
operation in those communilies.

The initiative operates through an overt Garda presence in these communilies and through intelligence
driven covert operations against thase persons engaping in illegal drug activity.

NATIONAL JUuVeNILE OFFICE _

The Garda National juvenile Qlfice has respansibility for Ihe management of the Garda Juvenile
Diversion Programme, the Carda Schools Programme and Garda Special Projects. It maintains liaison
with statutory and voluntary bodies regarding juvenile justice, crime and welfare related matiers.

The Garda fuvenile Diversion Programme provides a caulioning systemn, subject 1o cerfain crilena, for

young peopte who become invalved in crime.  Some 15,075 roflerrals were made 10 the programme
during 1897, A detailed range of statistics are provided later in thi< reporl.

Pact 8
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The Garda Schools programme, tiliated in 1991, continued throughout 1997, The Programme is
delivered 1o 5th class Primary School students through a series of five visits 1o the school covering issues
relatng to the role of the Gardai, vandalism and crime; personal safety, road safety and cycle sately.
Presentalions relating (o bullying and the dangers and legal consequences of the misuse of drugs have
recently been added ta the programme.

The year also saw the production and launch of a new bilingual workbook and manual and an Irish
language video ‘Fainic’, which are used to support the Garda Schools programme.

Garda Special Projects, funded by the Depanment of Justice, Equality & Law Reform and administered by
the Cardal, are designed to identify young persons considered to be “al risk’ and endeavours (o diver
their energies rom anti-social activities. Duning the year an additional two projects were established
bringing the total to 12

The National Juvenile Office also provided assistance for many locally based initiatives aimed at young
people, including the launch of ‘Copping On’, a manual for use under the Youthreach programmes; the
Ciarda West Cork Youth Achievement Awards and the development of a ‘life skills’ orienteering project for
schools with an emphasis on drug use prevention. The latter programme received awards under both
the Guinness Dublin Living Awards and the AIB Ireland Awards schemes.

VAL Y
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NATIONAL CRIME PREVENTION OFFICE

The National Crime Prevention Office provides development and suppod for all Garda Crime Preveniion
Officers. There i3 a Crime Prevention Qfficer in each Carda division.

The unit uses many methods 10 give
crime prevention advice both (0 the
public generally and 10 specific
inlerest groups. I produces crime
prevention leaflets covering a wide
range of issues and utilises 1the
media exiensively - national and
lecal print media, national and local
radio and television, including
appearances on Crimeline.

The National Crime Prevealion
Office conducts seminars for Gardaf
and public groups on all matters
relating 10 personal and business
security. in addition to conducting
security surveys | of which ninety six
were undertaken in 1997,

The unit engages in research on matters refating to crime prevention including relail securily, crime
paftern analysis and crime re-victimisation. 11 is currently involved in a major review of the Garda
Intruder Alarm Policy, in conjunction with the National Slandards Authority of ireland and the
Maonitoring Stations Forum,

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PURCHASING Poticy aND Stock CONTROL

The purchasing needs (or An Garda Siochdna total £36m p.a. and are met by the Barrack Masler ay Carda
Headquarers. )

For some lime we have been concerned with our stock control methods and an AS400 compuler package
and an Assels Regisler were introduced to enhance accountability. We must go much further. A sludy
group was sel up to evaluate problems in controlling stock, including transpotl siores, and to make
recommendations. This group idenlified a number of issues relating 1o purchasing and inventory
meanagement. As 3 resull of their findings An Garda S{ochdna will be implemeniing the recommended
changes. This will streamline more efficiently our Stock Conirol
Systlem.

Principal changes will be:
- cenralising the stores and purchasing functions
- enhancing the compuler sysiem in conjunclion with PULSE
- conducling a mare comprehensive anaual siocktaking
- introducing 2 new policy on updating stock valuations
- crealing procedures for ideniifying obsolete stock
introducing unit codes {or all stock items.

A recenl evaluation rdentified the maosl cast-effective vehicles Lo add to our fleet and the fleet mix has
been changed in response 16 recommendations. Purchases of the three most cosl-effective models have
increased and the number of motor-cycles in the fleet has been reduced to the level recommended.

Itis Garda poficy to change vehicles at 100,000 mifes. This is nol possible al present because of
financial restrictions and a shori-term aim of fJeet managernent will be o achieve this target. Carda
experience shows that (here are substantial extra maintenance costs associated with vehicles over
100,000 miles.

The Minster for Justice, Equality and Law Relorm, during the year under review, provided exira funding
to add a fleet of 4 wheel-drive vehicles to support Operation Lifesaver and to meel othar operational
needs.

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TELECOMMUNICATIONS SECTION

A significant aspect of lhe work of the Tefecommunications Saction is in the provision of technical

support for the operational side of policing, panticularly in the area of crime prevention, investigation
and detection. The increased use of advanced technology results in a mare efficient service delivery to
the public and utilising technaology in this way also presents significanl savings in traditional areas of

expenditure.

The planning side of telecammunications deals with new systems and procedures which are medium to
long term projects. ‘A number of projects were advanced during 1997 which will impact
direcily on the service prowided when fully completed, including:

the commencement of the installation of a telephone network integraling all Garda Station in the
Dublin Regian, which will provide, amang ather benefits, a centralised call answering service in
the region,

installalion has commenced on a Vinual Prvate Network (VPN), using an Integrated Services
Digilal Network (1ISON) (acility integrating all Garda Station in the country through a new
Telecom Eireann provided service;

the installation of an extensive Clasad Circuit Television system (CCTV) in the greater O’Connell
Streel area was completed during the year and instail ation commenced on a CCTV system for
Tralee;

commenced (he “roll oul’ of projects telaling 1o the naiional data network, in conjunclion with
the PULSE prnject;

a conceplual design and proposal for a new Garda Radio Network was completed during the
year angd

an agreemnent was concluded with Esal Digifone on the sharing of masls. This allows Esat Lo
conslruct new masis at 418 Garda Stations and install their antennae on these, These masts are
then handed over to Lthe Gardai and are required lor the proposed new Garda radio system. The
agreement alsn includes the supply to the Gardaf of cellular services {or voice and dats, Ihe use
of Esat’s hilliop sites for Garda Iransmitiers and the use of capacily on £sat’s backbone network.
Esat also pay site rental 10 the excheguer.

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OPERATION LIFESAVER

Operalion Lifesaver coalﬂnmenced. initially, in the Lou(h/Meath Division on the 14th |uly, 1897 and
extended nation-wide on 3 phased basis during August.  Lifesaver was designed (o increase the
enforcement capacity of An Garda Sfochdna in the detection of four key offences which impact directly
on rpad fatalilies, namely: excessive speed, wearing of seat hells, dangerous driving and drink driving.

Lifesavar primarily involved significant increases in high visibility palrots, vehicular checkpoints and
increased use of speed deteclion equipment.  The increased enforcement activity has resulled in 3
significamt number of proseculions againgt drivers found committing offences relating 10 speeding, seat
belts, drink driving and other road traffic offences,

Personnel from An Garda Sfochidna ook pan in safety courses organised by the Delence Forces in
April and Qctober.

Some Garda personnel completed the firs) year of a
Diploma Course in Safely, Heahh and Wellare al Work
(UCD) and others commenced 1his course in
September.

Seminars were organised for Divisional Wellare
Commillees and the first in a series of relresher
seminars for Pear Supportecs was held in December.

An Garda Sfochdna took an active pattin the Ind
European Health and Safety week in Octobar.
Literalure on smoking, cancer and pther heaith magters
was distributed to emplayees during the year.  The
fiest Annual Safety Representative of the Year Award
within An Garda Siochdna ook place during the year.

Atotal of 221 repontable accidents were reponed to the Health and Safety Authoriry, wiih assaulis
on Gardal accounting far the vast majarity.

The qualiry of equipment issued to personnel continued to improve during the year, intloding the
issue of high qualiry pouches for carrying vent-aids, disposable gloves and anptiseplic wipes. New
improved weatherproof clothing and foorwear was provided for use by Casda personnel assigned io
certain gulies.

DiscCIPLINE

The mission mandale
includes the monitoning and 1raining of local police, advising Covernment authorines regarding law
enforcement issues and providing assistance (o UNHCR (Uniled Nations High Commissien lor
Refugees), ICRC {International Committee of the Red Cross) and olher humanitarian agencies.

Cardai on this mission are drawn {rom slalions in Dublin, Cahay, Donegal, Wesimealh,
Roscommon, Longlord, Loulh, Wexlord, Galway, Kerry, Limerick, Mayo, Garda Headguariers and
the Garda College. Cardaf operale facifilies at ten gites in Bosnip & Herzegoving, with the largest
contingents al Sarajevo, nine membenrs and Bihae, six members.  Cardai dre aiso allocaied 10
Mostar, four members; Dubeoi, four members; Banja Luka, three members; Tuzla, three members:
Gradisca, two members; Pale, two members and one mamber each at Gracanica and Visegrad.

EASTERN SLAVONIA - UNTAES

There are 10 members of An Garda Slochana deployed an this mission and their mandate includes
the monitering and training of the local police force and aw enforcement personnel, ensuring (hat
the proper conditions prevail regarding the holding of free and fair elections, providing appropriate
assistance ta UNHCR (United Nations High Commission for Relugees); ICRC (Inlernational
Comminze of the Red Crass) and other humanitarian agencies.

Gardaf on this mission are drawn fram stations in Dublin, Tipperary, Cork, Wexlord, Donegal,
Limerick and Clare.

The UNTAES mandate will end on the 151h January, 1998 and will be replaced by a new mission
called UNCPSG (United Nations Civilian Police Support Group). The new mandate will include the
provision of guidance and suppont to the Jocal poiice while rmonitaring their performance as
hecessary to ensure public safety and to guarantee universal human rights and gain ihe confidence
of the lacal population. Ten members of An Carda Siochana will continue to serve in this mission
until the end of Ithe mandate on 15th October, 1998,
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New OPPORTUNITIES FOR WOMEN (NOW)

The NOW (New Opportunitigs for Women) iniliative is flunded by the European Commission in
parinership wilh each member state and aims Lo promole equal opportunities for women in
vocalional training and employment.

An Garda Sfochina implemented a NOW project called “The Development of Training in Equal
Opportunilies within An Garda S{ochdna” in 1996 which concluded in 1987, Training
programmes were developed for three targel groups - managers, 1rainers and women - and these
were implemented over the project period, through a series of one and two day seminars. The
project raised awareness of all members of An Garda Siochidna in relation to equality matters.

The Divisional siructure in the Dublin Region was reviewed during the year, resulting in the establishment of 2
sixth division - Dublin West, The new division comprises the Garda Stations of Cabra, Blanchardsiown,
Finglas, Ballyfermot, Clondalkin, Ronanstown, Lucan and Leixlip and is expecled lo deliver 3 more co-
ordinated policing service to the communities in the wesi of Dublin.  The Dublin West Division was not in
existence for the full year and crime statistics for the region are presented on the basis of the five divisions
which existed at the beginning of 1997,

The year also saw the complelion of exiensive refurbishment al Pearse Streer Garda Siation which was officially
opened in April,

A number of specific operations continued during the vear in the Dublin region including Operation Déchas,
an anti-drug zbuse initigtive which commenced in October 1956.

Operation Boulevard, with O'Connell Sleeel a5 its locus
and Operation Nicoline, with the illegal cigarente /
tobacco rade as its focus. were launched during 1he year.

The extension of Clased Circuit Television (CCTW) systems
has also contributed greatly to the policing of the capilal
particularly in the city centre Carda districis. in addition
to regular policing commiimens, he region also hosied 3
considerable amount of special events, including the
Eurovision Song Contest and numerous sporiing events,
mast nolably those at Croke Park and Lansdowne Road.

Two indicizble offences, armed robbery and armed aggravated bueglary, refer 1o the
crirninal activity which is popularly described as an “armed raid”. Rather than explaining
the escential legal ingredients of the two ofences, the following briefl descriplion indicates
the general nature of Lthe ¢riminal aclivities 1o which they refer. The use of a lirearm is 3
faalure common to these two indiclable offences and the use af farce, ar thieal of force
being used, is a key difference between them. Armed robbery is comminted by a person,
armed with a firearm, who sleaks as a resuli of using force or as a resul of fear induced by
a threat 1o use force. " Armed aggravated burglary is commilled by 3 pecon who enters 2
building 35 a respasser in order 1o steal or damage propermy, of 10 1ape of injure persans
and while tn possession of a firearm.

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DRINK/DRIVING OFFENCES: PERSONS CONVICTED

The majority of convictions related to the offence of driving or attempting to drive
mechan|cally propelled vehicles (mpv) with alcohol levels above the prescribed limit.
Relatively small numbers of persons were prosecuted for the offence of being in charge of such
a vehicle while above the limit. (The inclusion of the term “mechanically propelled” means,
among other things, that this particular offence does not apply to persons using pedal cycles or
animal drawn vehicles). Convictions resulting from refusals to provide biood/urine specimens
and refusals 1o provide breath samples are included in the chan below.  The chart compares
convictipns for the four principal drink driving ofiences.

There were 4,184 domesli¢ violence incidents recorded in 1997 which represents a
decrease of 10% when compared with the corresponging figure lor the previous year.
Considerable annual change was recorded across the regions and, in kecping with
previcus years, the volume of incidents differed from region io ragion. Decreaszs of 20%
angd 23% were recorded in the Eastern and Dublin Regions while large increases were
recorded elsewhere. The ingreases in the Western, South Eastern and Northern Regions
were 66%, 63% and 52%, respectively.

l.. ANARYSES OF

Although the number of incidents recorded in 1997 was 10% lower than that of ihe
previous year, Lthe number of persons arrested, charged and convicled increased in
volume by approximately one third. For example, arrests were associated with 19% of
the incidents recorded in 1996 while the corresponding propartion of arresis was 27% in
1997,

The terms ‘acceptable and unacceptable’ are used (o distinguish between |wo categories of
missing persons. The 1erm ‘acceptable’ refers 10 (a) persons under 18 years, (b) aged persons,
(¢} physically or menlally disabied persons, or (d) persans whose gissappearance 1akes place
circumstances which give rise to lears lor the person’s physical or moral safefy.

During 1997, tha 1otal number of ‘acceplable’ missing persons recorded increased by 2% over
those recorded in |he previous year, Six of the t,877 migsing persons recorded in 1587
rersined untraced 31 the end of the year. A< in previous years, there is considerable variation
between the numbers recorded in each of the regions, The largesl proportion of ‘accepiable’
missing persohs were recorded in the Dublin Region resulting in a rate of 131 persons per
hundred thousand of population. In conirasy, the raie for the Souih Easiern Region was 48
while the remaining regions varied between nine and 22 per hundred thousand of population,
More than 600 ‘unacceptable’ missing persons were recorded in 1997 and this was an ingrease
ol one quaner over the corresponding volume recorded 1n 1996.

1n 1997, 1he 6,467 offences
takes no account of those offenders who committed almost 52,000 indictable offences which
rermained undetected at the end of that year. Similarly, the figures shown fake no account of
the non-indiclable offences which were commitied by persons on bail.

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FIREARMS, AMMUNITION & EXPLOSIVES
SEIZED BY GARDAI

On 171h February 1997 a Garda operalion resulled in the seizure of 50 x 5 foot lengihs of
improvised detonaling cord and the arrest of fwo suspecls. Follow up search operations
uncovered 3 house that was being vsed 10 convert Semtex explasive into improvised
detonating cord. This wag the first time such an outlet was discovered,

On 16th August 1997 another Garda operation uncovered a huge bomb factory in
Crosskeys, Co. Cavan. This factory was dedicated to the construction of electronic
companents used 10 detonale explosive devices. This seizure recovered a vast quantily of
equipmeny for conslructing and testing the electronic devices. Hems such 4¢ infra red
mechanisms, radar and laser systems, photographic slaves, speed guns, mode! aireraft
controls and windscreen wiper ¢controls were being adapied as explosive devices. There
was also a large quantity of electronic and mechanical timers recovered. Radio equipment
and scanning devices of numerous types and makes were also seized.

Carda administralive areas have also changed over the years. In 1927 the State was divided
into 22 divisions, Sin¢e then major alteration of divisional boundaries occurred in the areas
localed in the current divisions of Wexford, and Roscommon/Calway East and divisions in the
Dublin Region. The proportion of indictable offences recorded in 1927 and 1987 are shown in
the table on the following page for each of the divisions as they existed when ihe first Garda
crime statisiics were published and 1he numbers of stations in the divisions are shown in
brackais. Although considerable change can be seen over tha years it should be noted {hat
significant demographic and othes changes have also taken place since then.

Just as variations can be seen in the proponiions of offences recorded in the divisions there was
alsa quite a variation in detection rales. The overall detaction for all the divisions in 1927 was
63%. The divisional rale was 80% or higher in

Offences invalving animals or their
wellare (arising from legisiation
governing cruelly, the control of
dogs and the control of animal
diseases) account for almost 6,000
(8%) of the total recorded. The
persons prosecuted for offences
under the Highways Acts accounl
for about 40% of the tolal recorded
and they provide some insight inta
the various modes of transport then

in use.

Almost 200 persons were prosecuted in relation to heavy locomatives while more than 7,000
related 1o bicycles. I is interesting 1o compare the number of offences by owners and drivers
of cans with offences involving motor cars. In 1927 offences involving cans amaunted 1o 63%
of the number invplving moter cars. Thig relalionship changed considerably within 2 (ew
years: in 1929 the number of persons prosecuted for offences involving cans amounied to enly
40% of those invalving motor cars.

Unlike the ¢rime statislics of today, those for 1927 make litlle relerence 1o offences commiited
by juveniles. During that year proseculions were laken against 599 persons under 16 years of
age for indiclable offeaces and a (otal of 1,676 were proseculed for non-indiclable offences.

Six senlences of whipping were applied by the Juvenile Courts while na adults are recorded as
having been so senténced.
