Sir,

I have the honour to subamit oy Annual Report on Crime for
the year endsd 30th Septaember, 1958.

Since 1ast report the forms for the preparation of Crime
Returns hﬂﬁg been ruﬁgsnﬂ and the dates, for which the returns
areg made, altered froa thc calendar year to year ending 30th
September. Consequently, offences and proceedings in the last
gquarter of 1957 are ineluded in this report.

EFART I.
INLICTATLE URRSNCES .
The number of indictablz offences which were reported or
beecame known to the Garda in the year ended 30th September, 1958,

was 16,567, which is 2,530 more than in 1957. The incresse was
mainly in ﬂarcuny and Hougebroaking.

Proceadings were comnenzcd in 7,749 cases and in an
additicnal Elz pases the p&rPﬁjrutnrﬁ were detected, giving a
total of 8,466 detectiocns, $i% of the offences recorded.

Cogoarison with Previous Year.

The number of offences recorded in each offence group and
the number and percentapge of detections in 1957 and 1958 are
given in the following table.

on 21st May, 1958, he was found to be insane mad unfis to plead
and was ordered to be detained during the flqasure of the :

ergment. The accused man had e ain
in a Mental Hospital. ad previously spent three torms
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Eﬂ;_ﬂnlﬂnxﬁ On 16th June, 1958, a 65 year old housewife was
killed by her husband who cut her throat with a razor. He then
attempted to end his own life by cutting his throat. He was

removed to hospital where he recovered from his wound but was
certified to be insana and was committed to a mental hospital.

Co, Galwav. On ntrnin% of 3lst August, 1998, at 2 a.m. a 34
year old carpenter was found unconscious in a publiec strest.
Ha was removed to hospital where he was found to be suffering
from two fractures of the slkull and other severe injurics.
He disd on lst September, 1958, without regaining consciousness.
The ceeeased and others had been drinking in a public house and
on leaving, a fight developed, during which he was knocked to
the ground and kicked ﬁbﬂuf tha head. Three men were arrested
and charged with murder. At the Central Criminal Court on
E?Eh November, 1958, they were acquitted by a dirsction of the
udga.

In the year 1957, six murders of persons aged ahove ohe year
were recorded.

MURDER - Of Infants aged one Year and Under.

Two crimes of Murder of Infants were recorded within the
year.

Bii&f particulars are -

GO, EE;:I. On 29th October, 1957, the dead body of a male
infant was found in the grounds of a hotel near a town. A
nylen stocking was tled tightly round its neck. Death was due
to asphyxia. No one was made amenable.

CgE L%u;h. On 31st August, 1958, the dead body of a female
infant was found in a wnturnﬁuh at’tne back door of a Counecil

cottage. The body was fully clothed. Death was due to
asfhyxia caused by drowning. The mother of the infant, who is
believed to have put it in the tub, was found to be a serious
mental case and was committod to a mental hospital where she is
still detained. The Attorney General has agreed that there
shall not be a prosccution in this case.

In tho year 1957, two murders of infants were also recorded.

INFANTICILE.

Four erimes of Infanticide were recorded within the year,
which is the same numb.r as rocorded in 1957.

Brief particulars are i-

Co. Cork. ~ On 16th November, 1957, a 24 year old domestic
servant gave birth to a remale infant in hor home where its
dead body was found. There were marks of violence on the
infant's neck, death be'ng due to asphyxia. She was arrested
and charged with murder but was committed for trial for
Infanticide and at the Circuit Court was found "Not Guilty™
and dischargod.
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Co, Wexford. = On 6th December, 1957, a 20 year old domestic
sorvant gave birth to a female infant lg the home of her
grand-parents and drowned it in a barrel of water. She was
¢ummit¥ed for trial for Infanticide. A%t the Circult Court
she pleaded ty and was sentenced to six months' imprison-
ment, suspended on her entering into recognizances to keep the
peace for twelve months.

EQ_L_EQ&%R%- - On 23rd May, 1958, infcrmation was received
by the Garda that a 33 year old widow had, some time
reviously, given birth to an infant and had robably killed
ts On being questioned in the matter she admitted that
she gave birth %n g male infant some time in the period,
17th March to 6th April, 1958, and sald she wrapped the baby
in a woollen cardigan and threw it into a river. The woollen
ecardigan, as described, was later found on the river bank but
no trace was found of the body. She was arrested and charged
with marder and was committed for trial to the Central
Criminal Court for Infantieide. Owing to an irrcgularity
in the order the Attorney-General dirccted that she be
released from prison, re-arrested and again charged with
Murder. This was done and at the Distrlet Court the Justice
directed her immediate release, holding that his original
order should first be gquashed by a superior Court before he
eould proceed to any further aetion in the case.

Co. Galway, = On 1lth March, 1958, a 29 year old domestic
servant gave birth to a male {nfant in her home and killed it

by tyving a piece of eloth around its neck. She put the body

in a flour sack and doposited it in a disused cabin near her
home. ©Ghe was arrested and charged with Murder. She pleaded
gullty to Infanticide at the District Court and was sentenced to
5ix months' imprisonmont which was suspsnded on her entering
into recognizances to be of good beshaviour for two vears.

EMPT TO

Three erimes were recorded within the year. Brief
particulars are e

Lo, Maagh. - On 6th Ogtober, 1957, a 50 year old housewife

was attached in her home by a 39 year old labourer who stabbed
her scveral times with a pen=knife. Her injuries were not
serious. The assailant was arrested and while in custody

was certified insane and transferred to a Mental Hospital.

The charge was re-entered on 5th March, 1958, and he was
committed for trial. At the Central &riminul Court on 21st
July, 1958, he was found to be insane and incapable of pleading
and was uréared to be detalned in strict custody during the
pleasure of the Government,

Mgath. - On 6th Qctober, lﬁg?, a 23 year old girl was
ollowed a short distance along the public road near her home

by the accused in the fore oing case, who stabbed her several
times with a pen-knife. he was mistaken for a daughter of the

other injured PﬂrtFﬁ whose family, accuscd stated were getting

into his blood and brain, The prececdings concluded as
stated.
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Co. GAlWaY.- puring the month of september, 1958, a
29 year old farmer's son attempted to kill his 31 year old

brother by putting “"Kilerow' in milk and on bread which
he believed his brother was about to consume, The
congequent discolouration of the items wag noticed and
they were not used. He also put "Eilerowt' in a chooolate
sweet and strychnine on a cocoa-mut biscuit which he
handed to his brother on separate occasions but in each
cage they were apat out as soon ag tasted and no harm
resulted. A charge of Attempted Murder was entered and
the acoused was sent for trial, At the Central Criminal
Qourt he was found to be insane and unfit to plead and
vag ordered to be detained in striet custoedy during the
Pleasure of the Qovernment.

Three crimes of Attempted Murder were recorded
in 1957 aleo.

THREATS ETC. T¢ MURDER.

Two erimes of Threatening to Murder were recorded
in 1958. PBrief particulars ares=-

Co«Kerry.— On 10th March, 1958, an auctioneer, who had
arranged to conduct & Sherriff's gSale on 19th March,
found & elip of note-paper in the letter-box at his
office on which was written words threatening death irf he
carried out the sale. The sale was cancelled and
arrangements made to hold it elsewhere. No one h&s been
made amenable.

O TiDDETATY.= on 16th August, 1958; a letter was
received by an ex-Eritish Army Officer threatening to
kill his wife, It was written and posted on 11lth August,
by a 42 year old chemist; but owing to the offensive
nature of the sddress on the original envelope, was delayed
by Postal Authorities who supplied an official covering.
The lady whose life was threatened was seriously assaulted
by the writer of the letter on 12th August. He wasg
arrested and charged. At the Distriet Court & sentence of
two months imprisonment with hard labour was imposed but
was suspended on his entering into recegnizanceas to keep
the reace and be of good behaviour for one year.

Three crimes of Threatening to Murder were
recorded in 1957.

MANSLAUGHTER (OTHER THAN THAFPIC FATALITIES).

Two crimes of Manslaughter (other than Traffic
FPatalities) were recorded within the year.

Brief particulars areg-

Co.Donegal. On 3rd November, 1957, arising out of an
Bltercation in a public house, a AD year old farmer wis
felled to the floor., He sustained severe fracture of the
gkull and died on 7th November. His assailant was arrested
and charged. At the Distriet Court informations were
refused and he was discharged,
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Coc. Kildare. - 0On 24th December, 1957, a 28 year old labourer
wag fatally shot with a ,22 rifle by a 45 year old contractor.
The deceased and another men called at the Contractor's home
8t 12,30 a.m. seeking the loan of a cycle pump and when told
one wag not availabtle they asked for tea or food and refused
to go away when reguestei. The contractor took his rifle
and opensed the door whereupon the deceased grabbed the rifle
and in the ensuing struggle for possession of the weapon

& ghot was discharged with fatal results. The contractor
was arreated and charged with Manslaughter., At the District
Court informations were refused and he wes discharged.

Two crimes of Manslsughter (other than Traffic
FPatalities) were recorded in 1957 also.

MANSLAUGHTER (THAFFIC FATALITIES).

The mumber of caases of Manslaughter arising from
Traffic Patalities in 1958 wae 42 as compared with 24 in
1357,

Froceedings were commenced in 39 eases and in one
capge & convietion was recorded. Beven cages BEre sghown
awaiting trial.

WOUNDINGS, ASSAULTS, etc.

267 offences of Wounding, Assault, etc, were
recorded during the year as compared with 223 in 1357.
Proceadings were commenced in 259 cases, QConvicticns were
recorded in 194 cases and in & further 38 the charges were
held proved and the Probation of Offenders Act applied.
Eleven cases are shown pending.

INTIMIDATIONs

25 offencee of Intimidation were recorded during
the year 23 of which were by Threatening ILettiers, etc.
Proceedings were commenced in 7 cases and resulted in cne
gonviction. Two cises are pending.

In offences of "Falee Pretenc=e" there waa a
decrease of 34 in 1958 as compared with 1557, the totals
bel 201 and 235 respectively. Procecedings were commenced
in 165 cases within the year. gonvieticne numbered 109
and in & further 2, cases the charges werc held proved and
the Probation of Offenders Aot applied.

FRAUDS.

LO offences relating to Prauds were recorded
for the year, which is 11 less than the number for 1957.
Proceaedings were commenced in 38 cases. Convietions
mumbared 20 and in a further 13 cases the charges were held
proved and the Probation Aet applied.

GROUP IV.~ OFFENCES NOT INCLUDED IN FOREGOING GROUPS.

Included in this group are offencee of Forgery
and Uttering, Perjury, Bribery, Riot and Unlawful Assembly,
Offences againet Public Decency, Offences under Colnage Acts,
Attempting to camilt Sulclde, Offences under the Treascn Act
and Offences against the 8tate Act and other Indictable
Offences not ineluded in Groups I, II o= III.

A total of 145 offences was recorded in the
group in 1958 which ims 19 less than in 1957. Froceedings
were commenced in 113 cases in 1958. Convietione numbered
59 and in a further 35 cases the charpges were held proved
and the Probation Act applied.

Qffences of Forgery and Uttering accounted for
101 of the total offences in the group, vhich is 4 less than
the number for 1957. Proceedinge were commenced in 85
oases. Conviections were recorded in L0 capes &nd in a
further 30 the charges were held proved and the Probation
Act applied.

Fourteen cages of Attempting to Commit Suicide
were recorded for the year, two less than the rumber in

1357,
ORGANISED CRIMES OF VIOLENCE.

Ten organised orimes of viclsnce were recorded
for 1958 of which eight were agrarian a:d the remaining
two political. Of the agrarian erimes, five wers
committed in one area of Co.Kerry; in iwo of them explosives
were ueed and in a further two ghots were fired into
dwellings. The remaining case concer~«d the sending of a
notice threatening death which is referrzd to earlier in
this report. The remaining orimes were committed in
GO« Leltrim, where 8 motor car wag perlo uly damaged by
eéxploaives and hay valued £400 waa mallciously burned,
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&nd in Co.Donegal, where a tractor, &8 quantity of straw
ind & cow-shed were maliclously damaged by fire.

The two political erimes concerned the unlawful
possession of exnloaives.

In the year 1957, twenty organised crimes of vioclence
were recorded, 12 of which were agrarian, eix political
and two pectarian,

VALUE OF PROPERTY STOLEN AND RECOVERED.

The total value of property reported as stalen in
1358 wae £187,784, of whieh property valued £53,575 was
recovered.

In offences agalnet property with vialence l.e.
BPurglary, Houesebreaking and Sacrilege, the wvalue of property
reported as stolen was £71,488, of which property valued
£20.353, was recovered.

In offences againet property without vislence i.e.
igrcenien, the value of prorerty reported as stolen wag
16,296 of which property valued £33%,222 wase recovered.

In comparison with the figures for 1957, there
was an overall increase of £31,624 in the value of property
reported atolen; £9,333 in offences against property with
#iﬂ%ﬂﬂgﬂ and £22,291 in offences againset property without
violence.

The nominal index of persons registered in the
DsCaRe office (about 120,000) was found to be unsatisfactory
in its application owing to the different phcaetlic spelling
which could be given to mome surnames. A new filing system
hag been devised in which names sounding alike but spelled
differently are now grouped together.

(3) MAPPING.

The seenes of 203 crimes were visit=sd by members
of the Mapping sub-section during the year - 157 courts
were attended and 983 maps prepared. The figures
pertain-ng to outdoor duty shows an inecrzase of 25% over
the corresponding figures for the year 1957,
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(4) BALLISTICS.

In addition to the examination and comparieson of
firearmas this sub=gection undertakes the exam:nation of
exhibits such as glass fragments, cutting instruments,
merks on wood, footprints, tyremarks, etc. They also deal
with the restoration of defaced mumerals cn motor vehicles
and pedal cycles. During the year under review the
members visited 30 scenes of erimea, 29 courts, 7
conferences, 3 ingueste and examined L9 firearms (exhibite),
756 bullets and cartridge cases, 5 cycles and repaired
137 officisl firearms.

INTERESTING CASES.

In & housebreaking case 8 mimite fragment of glass
found in one of the soles of a suspect's boot was
pogitively ldentified by A misroscoplc examination with
glass from a window of the damaged premises.

In & cage of unlawful possession a hallmark and
perial number which had been obliterated on a piece of
gold were reatnred hy meane of 8 chemiecal reagent.

In & househreaking case - dust from a cash box was
found to conteain a minute plece of steel which was located
by means of a magnet. This mimute plece was positively
identified miscroscopically as having come from the cutting
edge of a wood chisel which was in the possession of a

suspect and which had been used to force the cash box,.

Two pleces of blood-stained eloth found at the scene
of & cage of housebreaking and robbery with vioclence were
pogitively identified as having been torn from the lining of
a gaberdine coat which was being worn by & suspect when
intercepted at & port as he was about to leave the country.

In & "hit and rmun" accident a pattern found in dust
on the panel of a motor ecar was ldentifled as being made by
& corduroy trousers worn by A deceased.

In the ecage of an air disaster off the west cofst
of Ireland members of the Technical Bureau attended at
Galway where they photographed and fingerprinted the
bodies of 34 victims.

(5) RADIO.

The V.H.F. radio equipment, aided by the "S55
eall system continued to glve satisfactory service during
the year.

19,999 "939" calls were received during the year
resulting in the srrest of 643 offenders, The increased
mimber of calle received on thie service showe that the
public are aware of the utility of the sexvice.
