The total crime figure of 62,000 is down by 846 or 1.5% on the 1977 fligure. 1105

pleasant to réport this decrease, the first since 1973, be it ever so small pacticularly since
the major portien (B75) of the decrease occurrad in the Dublin Metropolitan Area wherne (he

crime rate has been highast, This is in part attributable to a greater awareness among the
public of safeguarding their property and to the greator presence of Gandai on patral dulies,

The decraase in the crimas commitied together with an increase in the defaction rate of

2.1% is encouraging. It is hoped that the increases in the patrol force and the strengthening
of the detegtive force during the past year will show an even greater improvement in the
future but changes in the criminal justice system which would remove somea of the eriminal’'s
present advantages would congiderably enhance the prospecis of preventing and detecting

crima,

Otfences against property with violence have fallen substantially by B8.8% on 1977, but
regrettably offences against the person have increased, Crimes in this group totalled 2,266, an
increase of 9.8% on the previous years This increase is substantially down on the percentage
increase in the previeus two years (2003% and 17.7% respectively). Howewer, it is disturbing,
as the increase is in the category of assault, wounding and other acts endangaring life,
including those committed against Gardai on duly. The yearly increase in the incidence of
viglent and serious atlacks upon the persons of others is a conlinuing indication of the lowering
ol standards of behaviour and respect for others.

The number of motor vehicles has increased to 814,000 at present. As the numbers increase
the hazards on the roads are likely 1o incréase. Unfortunately, deaths from traffic accidents
continue to rise. A drop in accidents was recorded during part of the yéar bat Wowards the end
of the year the accident rate rose again. Six hundred and twenly seven people were killed on
the roads in 1978 and this was 51 more than recorded in 1977,

The total value of all proparty stolen was £10,372,354 of which proparty valued €1,008 695
{10.6%) was recovared. The proportion of stolen properly récovered has bean falling in recant
years and the trend is unlikely 1o alter,

CRIME PREVENTION

Specially trained personnel are engaged in crime prevention advisory work in all Garda Divisions, In
Cublin the Crime Prevention Unit is located at Osmand House, Ship Street.

During the year, 72 lectures on crime prevention and home security were given 1o residents’ associations,
ladies clubs, securily erganisations and business groups &t ditlerant venues in the Dublin area,
Lectures ware also delivered by crime prevention personnel in country angas as occasions demandad
Pamphlets were distributed at lectures and exhibitions and & special ong was davised lor Supply to
tourists.

There wara 310 crime prévention surveys camied out on dwellinghousas, commercial and businass
premises as well as special surveys at State and Semi-State buildings.

The exhibition rooms at Osmond House and the Bridewell Garda Stalion, Cork,weve visited by large
crowds who displayed a keen Interest In modesn crime preveation equipment.

The Crime Pravention Unit ig regponsible fior the presentation of the "(Sarda Patrol” programme. Fublic
interest continued to increase and greatar emphasis was placed in pointing out and réminding viewers of
crime prevention technlgues.



GARDA JUVENILE LIAISON OFFICER SCHEME

The Scheme was first established in 1983 in the DMA and later extended o tha cities

of Cork, Limerick and Waterlgrd, and mare recently lo large lowns throughout! the country —

Clonmel, Drogheda, Dundalk, Kilkenny, Sligo, Tralee, Wexford, Galway, Athlone, Cobh, Balbriggan,
Carlow, Tullamore, New Ross, Killamey, Longlord and Gorey. Garda Juvenile Liaison Officers are
specially selected members, and receive training in dealing with juveniles involved in deviant and
anfi-social behaviowrs Al present there are 4 Sergeants, 35 Gardai and 2 Ban Ghardai employed in the
operaticn of the Scheme, an additional Juvenile Liaison Officer being appointed at Limerick City
durimg 1978,

The aims of the Scheme are to prevent children and young persons under the age of 17 years, who are at
rigk, from becoming invalved in deviant and criminal behaviour; and in the cases of thase who have
already offended in a minor way, 1o divert them into legitimate activities, and prevent them from becoming
adult criminals.

Under the scheme; a minor under the age of 17 years, implicated in crime {burglary, larceny and the like)
may be dealt with by caution as an altemative 1o court proceedings, and be subject 1o the survaillance
and guidance of the Juvenile Liaison Officer until the age of 17 years is reached. Supervision may be
withdrawn before reaching this age if it is considered that no risk Is invoived,

Since the inceplion of the Scheme in 1983, 12,374 offenders have been cautioned and supervised by the
Gardai.

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GARDA COMMUNITY RELATIONS

During the year 1978, a new office, the Garda Community Relations Office, was established
in the Force,

It has responsibity for Community Relations, the Juvenile Liaison Officer Scheme and the
Garda Sub-Agua Unit.

The new section has its ofices at Garda Headguarters and is staffed by a superintendent
and 1wo inspeciors.

DRUGS UNIT.

The Drugs Unit is based in Dublin Castle, and operates throughout the country. A number of
members in each Garda division have undergone drugs courses with the Drugs Unit at Dublin
Castle,

During 1978 there was an increase in the number of persons charged with drug offences: 501
comparad with 381 in 1977, Cannabis continues to be the most widely abused substance.

Home grown cannabis s appearing much more Irequently than heretofore. The postal services
continue to be used in smuggling cannabis resin Trom India, Amstardam and England.

807 of the illicit supply of hard drugs is obtained by larceny from chemists' shops and
manuteciuring preamised.

The wnil,under the auspices of the Health Education Bureaw,gave B4 lectures to voluntary
organisations, 1o professional groups, and to prison and securily Services. An on-going advice
service is available to the Drugs Uait, Dublin Castle,

A membear of the Drugs Unit attended an international conferance on drugs in Parls,

WEIGHTS AND MEASURES

Thera are 49 Sergedants employed as ex-olliclo Inspectors of Welghts and Measures at 44
locations throughout the country. Their function is o enforce the Welghts and Measures

Acts and allied legisiation.

STOLEN MOTOR VEHICLE INVESTIGATION UNIT
This Unit which operates countrywide is based at Dublin Casile,

Close liaison iS5 maintained with similar units in other countries and this co-operation has led to
the recovaery of many stalén vehicles.

During the year under review tha Unit recovered 245 stolen vehicles, 194 of which were stolen in
the State and the remdindér in England and Morthem lraland, In addition 47 illegally imported
vehicles ware located.

AOAD TRAFFIC

The upward spiral of Iraffic accidents in late 1977 continued wuntil mid 1978, Conseguent on the
re-introduction of the blood/urine tests and an increase in the sirength of the special Traffic
Corps an appreciable drop in accidents was recorded, However, towards the end of the year an
upward trend was again in evidence and particularly so in relation to fatal accidents. A total of
B27 persons were Killed in road traffic accidents in 1978, as compared with 578 in 1977,

In the year under review road safety lectures were delivered to school children and to other
interested parties with a view to developing a greater sense of road safety,
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FUBLIC RELATIONS AND PRESS OFFICE

The demand for the varioys services provided by the Public Relations Oflice continues to
increase, Invilations to lectures, talks and exhibitions are now averaging owver two per
week, Through this service, a valuable dialogue |s maintained between the Force and a
vital cross-section of the population, ranging from the schoolgoer to members of social
and professional bodies. An extension of the service to schools is the now familiar
concerts joinlly arranged by this office and the Ganda Band.

During the year a total of 17 centres were visited in the Dublin area. For the thousands
af children encountered in the 17 schools wisited throughout the year, there was added a
naw dimension 1o thelr knowledge of and attitude towards the Forca,

A wall informed public i5 essential for the muwl understanding which forms the basis of
good public relations. The offica seaks, through the co-operation of the press, to keep tha
public infermed in a fair and balanced manner about the Force's activities. Crime,

because it is the abnomal or the unusual, conlinues 1o make ""news™, The Garda response
to crime Is equally Intérasting though 1855 spectacular in news terms aven where details
can be disclosed,

There are many obstacies in the way of making such details avallable and these ralate
mainly to considerations of security, personal privacy, operational constraints and judicial
fules,

Despite these resirictions — or perhaps because ol them = the office gives a vital sarvice
in previding the necessary briefing and background information required for a belter public
understanding of the Garda role.

One noticeable trend throughout the year, was the exient 1o which the general public are now
having recourse to the office as an information service. This is evidenced by the many
enquiries on law enforcement, as well as routine legal and procedural matters of Garda
administration. This has in no way diminished the steady flow of visitors, joumalists and
rasearchers who Soek the services of the office on matters such as lagisiation, policing,
crime, and the many social aspecis of the aforementioned.
