At Urime Branch, Headquarters, a separate SBection is organ-
iged with the object of providing assistance for loeal Gardal in
the investigation of erime, particularly in the search for moterial
clues ot the scenes and their subsequent scientific examination
and production in the Couris,

The Section, known as the Technical Burean, comprises six

The staff is appointed from experienced members who have
technical training or qualifications.

Lectures and practical demonstrations in modern methods of
criminal investigation are provided for members of Detective
Lﬂiﬂih and higher ranks.
Conrses are given W reeruits when in tmining, who are taken

'r"'i'|!_ or the Esﬁ work undertaken by each unit. Lantern slides
“with the aid of

epidinscope are to demonstrate the various

phases of the work. Clues collscted from the actual scenes of
‘erimes are shown to members,
~ Bpecial attention in the case of recruits is directed to the pre-
gervation of scenes of crimes until trained members arrive to
make a search for elues, which might otherwise be overlooked or
ohliterated by carcless handling.

Lectures are also provided for Army Police Units and for
officers on refresher courses. '

{1) INVESTIOATION,

The services of this unit are frequently songht and allocated
to loeal officers to assist in the investigation of munder and other
gerions erimes, The Headguarters Unit thus forms a valuable link
hetween Headquarters and the local officers in the investigations.
They co-relate enguiries extending to other areas, and, when
necessary, arrange for the employment of extern experts, such
as the State Pathologist, State Analyvst, Textile and Handwriting
Experts, ete.

During the year 145 officers visited the scenes of T murders
and a number of other serious cases of suspected murder and
seenes of gerions housebreakings.

Preliminary examination of articles of clothing for stains,
comparison of specimens of handwriting was “made in a number
of cases, and ardicles eliminated before being sent fo exiern
experts, thus saving considerable expense,

{2} FrxoerFRIST AND CRIMINAL RECORDS,

These records contain a complete list of previous convictions
of each criminal, a description and antecedent history of suhject

her with the modus operands employed.

The total number of records of convicted eriminals filed is
63,445, representing an inerease of 1,954 new registrations during
the year.

Enquiries are daily received from other police forces and an
interchange of fingerprints and photographs is made.

Fingerprints found at scenes of erimes are compared with
records, and when no identification is made, as ocoors in the cases
of new entrants to the field of crime, the prints are filed for
Tuture reference and comparison.

Issues of Fogra Tora in two parts are prepared—Part 1 dealing
with persons wanted for crime, deseription of stolen property,
and properiy for which ownership i songht, missing persons.
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Part 11 containg plotographs and desoriptions of convieted

criminals. _

Izsnes are circolated ot frequent intervals to all stations and
extra photographs of art 11 are prepared for local registers.

Photographs, ete., of convicled criminals are made up in
convenient  pocket-book  form for issue to  Detectives and
Hiations in cities.
