OF the 327 persons convieted on indietment, 2 were sentenced to 10 yvears, | to 5
years, and 20 to 3 years' penal servitude, 2 to 2 vears, G0 to 12 months and onder 2
yeass, 79 to 6 months and under 12 months, 77 to 1 month and under 6 months, and
G to under 1 month, 2 were sent to Reformatory School, 1 was fined, 72 were held to
bail, and 5 reccived other punishment. (See Table IL)

Sentences of Peraons Sumaarily Conricted,

OF the 24,188 persons summarily convicted on charges by the Magistrates,
4 were sentenced to imprisonment for over ¢ months, 116 for 6 months and above
4 months, 191 for 3 months and above 2 mouths, 503 for 2 months and above 1
month, 556 for 1 month snd above 14 days, 0% for 14 days and under, 65 were
sent to Reforinatories, 21,715 were fined, 133 were held to bail, and 3 received
other punishments.

Percentage of the Convictions of Persoiz made Amenalle,
Of the persons proceeded against by indictment, 714 per cent., and of the persons
proceeded against summarily, 82°3 per cent. were convieted,

OF the 11,370 persons arrasted, tried summarily, and eonvieted, 17 were under 12
vears of age, 163 were 12 years and under 16, 1,043 were 16 vears and under 21,
3,845 were 21 years and under 30, 3,163 were 30 years and under 40, 1,863 were 40
yearz and under 50, 810 were 50 vears and under 60, and 477 were 60 years and
upwards.

Education of Persons Avvested ond Summaridy Convicted,

OF the 7,029 males arrested and summarily convieted during the year, 674 could
neither read nor write, 6,221 could read only or read and write imperfectly, 120 could
rewd and write well, and 14 were of superior education. Of 4,350 females arrested
and summarily eonvicted, 545 could neither read nor write, 3,786 could read only
or read and write imperfectly, 18 could read and write well, and 1 was of superior educa-
tion,  (See Table VIIL)

Chffences by Licensed Persons.—122 publicans, 37 spirit grocers, and 12 beer dealers
were proseeuted during the year. Total 171, as compared with 118 in year 1906, being
an increase of 53.  In 1 case the charge was withdrawn, 24 were dismissed with
caution, 49 without eaution, 97 were convicted and fined in sums varying from £1
to £10.

In no case was the conviction directed to bo rocorded on the lecenece, {H-I:EI Tahle x.]

Dirwikenness, —The charees of drunkenness, not combined with any other offence,
numbered 3,774, viz, 2,534 males and 1,240 females, against 3,386, viz, 2,255 males
and 1,181 females, in 1906, and 3,358, viz., 2,193 males and 1,165 females, in 1905,

The number arrested for being drunk and disorderly was 1,321, viz.,, 671 males and
630 females, ngninst 1,327, viz., 686 males and G41 females, in 1906, and 1,248,
vir, 616 males and 632 females, in 1905,

The number arrestod for drunkenness, combined with offences other than diﬁurdur!_y
conduct, was L08, against 95 in 1906, and 134 in 1905. These cases are included in
Table No. V, under the more serious offence, viz, assault, or wilful r.lmnngr,-, ke, and
are not incloded under drunk or drank and I:HH-UI"I’]I':I‘].JI'.

The total number of persons who were drunk when arrested by the police during the
year was 5,203 against 4,£08 in 1006, and 4,740 in 1905, (See Table X.)

Licences opposed by the Police—Thirty-six applieations for new, renewal, and
transfer licences were opposed by the Police at Licensing Sessions.  Twenty were
granted, and sixteen refused. (See Table XII1I)

three and less than five times, aml 24 five and less than ten times, and 1 ten times
and upwards doring the year.

12,401 dogs were licensed during the year: 2,089 stray dogs were seized by the
Police, and eonveyed to the * Dogs” Home.”  Of this number 1,690 were destroyed,
08 restored to owners, 215 sold, and 76 died.

The Police applied for a summons againgt 1,749 persons for keeping unlicensed dogs,
and of 2,249 persons who were proseeuted for having unlicensed, stray, or unmuszled
dogs, 285 were discharged, 1,880 were fined under 55 cach, and 111 in sums varying
from 5s. to £1. (See Table XV.)

Prevsons under Police Supervision
F"nrl_:,,-.qlurq-u- ticket-of-leave conviets and 1 HIITH'T\'iFrEF_' were under Police observation
in Dublin during the vear.  OF this number 8 left for other parts of the United Kingdom,
2 absconded, one disd, 4 were convieted and sentenced for a new offence, and 3 had
their licenees revoked for misconduct (See Table XV}

Thieves and Persons of bnown Bad Character,

The number of thieves and persons of known bad chareter within the Police Distriet
who were procesded against on indictwent and summarily during the vea, was 287
against 560 in 1906, being o deercase of 278 as compared with the latter year. The
number of the above class at lange within the District in the month of April, 1906, was
174. (See Tables XVIL and XVIIL)

Ntolen Propecty recovered.

The averags actuwal 1|.J|.i11.' loss sustained by the pul}lic from theit, &, 18 set down at
£101 185 2d., against £49 14z 1d, in 1906, and £11 165 114, in 1905. The gross loss
was £35 048, soainst £20,0487 in 1906, and £6,300 in 1905. This sum, which is con-
siderably in excess of the annual average, includes estimated value of the Regalia
of the Urder of 5t. Patrick, stolen during the year,

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Since the year 1897, the number of Cabs has decreased from 649 to 585—
over 9 per cent. ; and the number of Outside Cars has decreased from 1,305 to §62—
over 20 per cont.

An inspection of all Hackney Vehicles was held in April, and the owners of vehicles
observed to be unserviceable were required to have them properly repaired.

The procecdings taken by the Police to enforee the Dublin Carriage Regulations
are shown in Tables XX, and XXI. There is a deerease of 174 in the number of
summons cases, and an inerease of 75 in the number of arrests, as compared with the
year 1906,

The Licences of 5 outside cars and 9 cabs were temporarily suspended, the licences
af 1 outside car and 1 cab were revoked, and 3 drivers were refused renewal of their
Licences,

Property found in Hackaey Vehicles.—There were 333 articles of property surrendered
ts the Poliee by drivers during the wear, of which number 175 were claimed. The
articles included 153 umbrellas, 4 gold bracelets, 2 gold lockets, 1 gl:l“ chain, 1 =silver
cigarette case, 1 clock, 8 opera and field glasses, and several coats, rugs, &e.

Two sovercigns were received by drivers in mistake for silver com. Sums of money
amounting to £56 0z, 103d. were found in vehicles and surrendered by the drivers to

the Police.

GENERAL.

The gross expenditure on the Dublin Metropolitan Poliee Establishment (i.e.,
Police and Police Courts), in the financial year ended 81st Mareh, 1907, was Police,
£149,786, and Police Courts, £9,764, total £159,550, of which the proportion paid out
of moneys voted by Parliament was £105,958,

A Police Tax is established by 1 Viet., cap. 25, at 8d. in the £1, which yielded in
that vear £28 360 from the City and £14,921 from the County (e, the full amount
less 5 per cent. paid to the Corporation and to the County Council for the eollection
of the Tax, and also less the certitied proportion of the former Collector-General's
annuity ).

These sums amount to ubout 177 per cont. and 93 per cent. respeetively of the gross
expenditure on the Establishment.

This was
also the eanse of increase of Influenza, enses of which became more and more numerons
as the past winter advanced. )

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DIVISIONS AND BOUNDARIES OF THE DUEBLIN METROPOLITAN
POLICE DISTRICT.

The Dublin Hutrnp-uﬁl'.l.n Polica was established under the provisions of the Act
6 & 7 William IV., Chapter 29, 4th July, 1834,

Bovwndary.—The District was defined and extended ander the provisions of the Acis
1 Vie, eap. 23, and 2 & 3 Vic., cap. 78, secc. 14, 63 & 64 Vie, eap. 264, sec. 61, and
Order in Couneil dated 23rd Oetober, 1901, It now comprises the City of Duablin,
and part of the County of Dublin, bounded as follows -—=

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The A and B Divisions oceupy the portion of the City south of the Liffey from the
Estuary of the Dodder at Ringsend to the Chapelizod Bridge on the Liffey, thence in a
direet line to Blackhoras Hr[[lgv on Grand Canal, and thence 'i;_'l,' the Grand Canal to
the Grand Canal Basgin, at the Estuary of the Dodder, Ringsend.

The A and B Divisions are separated by a live from Portobello Bridge, through
Richmond-street.  Camden-street, Wexford-street, Redmond’s-hill, Peter's-row, White-
friar-street, Great Ship-strect, Castle Steps, Castle-street, and Fishamble-street to the
Liffioy.

The C and I¥ Divisions occupy the portion of the Distriet lying north of the Liffey
between the Nannikin River, Dollymount, 'and the Ferry-boat Station on  the
Liffey at foot of Knockmaroon-hill. They are separated by a live from Grattan Bridge,
through Capel-street, Bolton-street, Dorset-street, and Drumeondra-road, to Whitchall,
Upper Dromeondra-road.

The E Division oceapies the portion of the Distriet south of the Grand Canal and the
Liffey, between the Blackhorse Bridge on the Grand Canal and the Bailway Gates at
Merrion Strand, It embraces the Urban Districts of Rathmines and Pembroke,

The F Division occupies the portion of the Distriet botween the Railway Gates at
Merrion, by the sea coast to a point two furlongs south of the southern wall, Killiney,
It embraces the Urban Distriets of Blackrock, Kingstown, Dalkey, and part of Killiney
and Ha"_rhtuu:k

Divisional boundaries in all cases run along the middle of the streets, &e., mentioned.
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
